Selected Frontier vocational scholarship winners will be interviewed and vetted by the National Scholarship 
Committee. Final vetting will determine the recipient of the NABSTMC™ Vocational Scholarship Award. 
Scholarship funds will be mailed directly to the attending institution upon verification of enrollment and 
attendance in Spring 2026. If selected as the NABSTMC™ National Vocational Scholarship Program winner, you 
must be available to receive your award at the NABSTMC™ national convention in Tampa, Florida during the 
weekend of July 9 through 11, 2026. 

Local chapters may choose to award scholarship funds either directly to the student or to the school, 
based on chapter discretion. This distinction is separate from Frontier and National-level awards, which 
are mailed directly to the student's school following enrollment verification.
